Program services began in May of 
1998 at the Arcadia Community Center; however, due to lack of funding, the programs 
have operated sporadically since that time.

“Since opening our doors on August 6, the town of Arcadia has been a great partner for 
POPS.”, Doepke said, “We are thrilled to give back to a town that has given us so much 
support and hope that proceeds from the POPS ornaments will help the towns ability to 
deliver quality programs and services to the youth in Arcadia.”
